HOW DOES A SCRAMBLE WORK?

1. Each player tees off.
2. Players go to the one ball they feel is the best spot to play the next shot from. The other three balls are all moved to that same spot. 
3. Each player then hits their second shot from that spot.
4. Again, players go to the ball they feel is best to play their next shot from and all hit from that location.
5. This continues for each shot from tee to green.
6. Once on the green each player has an opportunity to putt.
7. Once a putt is made the hole is over.
8. Record one score as a foursome on the card.
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
